GENERAL

All applicants will be contacted and informed whether their application is successful or not. Success or failure of
all media accreditation applications is entirely at the discretion of the publicists. All decisions communicated to
accreditation applicants will be final and binding and no correspondence will be entered into. Please note: No
media accreditation application will be considered if not completed in full.

Once contacted and informed of a successful accreditation application request, each applicant must reply in
writing to confirm his or her attendance. Applicants will then be supplied with accreditation collection
information.

APPLICANT OBLIGATIONS

The applicant agrees to:
